1. Original Article: 

Abstract: Structured with Background, Methods, Results, and Conclusions; 250-350 words with 3-6 important keywords. 

Main Text: Structured as Introduction, Methods, Results, Discussion, Conclusions and References.


2. Review article: 

Abstract: Unstructured, except for some certain types; 250-350 words with 3-6 important keywords.

Main Text: Include Introduction, main body* (require discussing on strengths and limitations of the review), Conclusions and References.


3. Case Report: 

Abstract: Structured with Background, Case Description, and Conclusions with 3-6 important keywords.

Main Text: Structured as Introduction, Case Presentation, Discussion, Conclusions and References.
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
